Tomans in Tabriz, it means that people love theater.
Shows have been staged in Tehran and other cities
that have sold well. There were shows in the City
Theater that have sold three to four billion Tomans.
The theater has its own business, and the reception
offered the high quality of the shows.”

novels, hundreds of short stories,
and about 40 plays, some of which
are written in Sicilian. Pirandello’s
tragic farces are often seen as
forerunners of the Theatre of the
Absurd.

Giuseppe Perrone, the Italian am-
bassador in Tehran, wrote on the
embassy’s website: "A new inter-
pretation of “Jar” by Luigi Piran-
dello, which expresses the stun-
ning modernism of the Sicilian
writer, was staged.”

He also congratulated the cast for
their admirable performance and
their continued commitment to
promoting the relations between
Iran and Italy.
